Inspired by science fiction writers like Philip K. Dick and FM-2030 
and music ranging from Paul McCartney and Wings to African artists Francis 
Bebey and Nahawa Doumbia, the band creates lo-fi chameleonic dream-
scapes that fall sonically and visiually somewhere between abstract expres-
sionism and surrealism. 

As long time, active participants in the Portland music scene, Bambi and 
Cole call on a number of talented musicians for Reptaliens’ recordings and 
live performances, including Julian Kowalski (guitar), Bryson Hansen (synth), 
and Tyler Vergian (drums).
